The program offers avenues to the students to enter and exit from certificate, diploma, three years
degree, four years degree with research and finally provide them with the opportunity tointegrate with
one year master’s program as per recommendations of National Education Policy2020. This program is
envisaged to be conducted in accordance with Bloom’s Taxonomy pedagogy. The layout of all the
courses in the program is structurally designed with three levelsof thinking and each course learning
outcome has been mapped with program outcomes.
The course has been designed as per the National Education Policy guidelines and has somespecific
features including:
1. Option to exit with Certificate in Liberal Arts (total credit = 44, provided submission of
proof of any vocational training received during summer break after end term exam),
Diploma in Liberal Arts (Total credit = 88), three-year Degree (total credit = 132), and
Degree (Hons.) with research (total Credit = 176) after one-, two-, three- and four-year
program respectively completed successfully.
